McKenzie Pipeline: Would fragment intact watershed bigger than the state of Alaska – 5th longest river in the world.

Gateway Pipeline: 1M barrels/day through the heart of the Great Bear. 

North Coast Tanker Traffic: Pipelines pressuring coastal tanker ban.
320 tankers/year projected. 
Industry average project 1,000 barrel spill every 2-3 years
Major spill (Exxon Valdez size) every 6-7 years.  
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
